Academic Staff Meeting

6/18/02 – 1:30pm

Dr. Deger opened the meeting by welcoming Teena Darnell from Allied Health and Jeff Matthias from the Library.

Dr. Deger introduced Wes Lites who will be taking over as Division Chair of the Humanities Division beginning July 1.  Dr. Deger also thanked Tom Sabetta for his service over the last three years as Division Chair.

Group Reports:  
Business Division:  Len Gross stated that he had three LCD projectors to give away.  It was determined by the group that they would be distributed as follows:  Humanities/Art Dept.; Developmental; B/SS/Anthropology.  Len also said they would have 60 computers to give away once the ones ordered through Perkins come in.  Len also stated that they are looking at working more jointly with the technical college with the OS Program.  They also will have a new Culinary Arts Program curriculum and they will need either a new FT temporary or adjunct faculty position.
Allied Health:  Dr. Deger announced that Sue Theobald has resigned as NSG Coordinator and Dr. Charasika is the acting coordinator until a new coordinator is hired.  Also, Janice Coleman is off this summer and Teena Darnell is acting Assistant NSG Coordinator.
Extended Campus/Weekend College:  Erika Bein announced that AIB is pulling out for the time being due to all the changes taking place here at JCC.  The banking program has gone from 300 students to about 50 students, so AIB is going to re-evaluate the program.  Erika will be transferring to the Writing Center beginning July 1 to take Bill Hamilton’s place since he will be on sabbatical.  The SW campus has cancelled all weekend classes for Fall, but the DT campus will be holding Saturday and Sunday classes.  JCC no longer has a need for all the extended campus classes.  Dr. Deger did say that this is not a permanent change only a temporary one.  It will be up to the divisions to decide what classes will be offered on the weekends.
B/SS:  Ron Walford said that moving classes for Fall in the Hartford Building is the number one priority of his division right now.  B/SS have been given the 3rd and 4th floors of the building for B/SS classes.  Floors 5-10 will be NS/Math’s classrooms.  There is concern regarding having the students contacted regarding the room changes before 8/19.  Ron suggested that the Registrar’s office send each student a new schedule before that time.  

Carrollton Campus:  Susan Carlisle had an amendment to the April 8th minutes in which it was decided that Carrollton would handle their own course input as well as processing of contracts but Susan wanted it noted that the divisions would still review credentials of potential adjuncts and forward student evaluations of instruction.  Susan also would like for the DCs to remember that if they are having trouble with numbers in filling a class to remember ITV.  She would very much like to have more on the Carrollton campus.  She also said that through Perkins there’s the possibility of Carrollton getting an A & P lab which could take care of some of the overflow from the DT campus.  For summer Carrollton had 12 NSG students and 113 students enrolled.  She also announced that dual credit is ready to go with five different counties for the Fall.  Carrollton also had 23 graduates this year.

R/AS:  Dan Kesterson said that his unit is expanding the adjunct training and professional development for the fall.  There seems to be a problem in advising regarding developmental students not understanding the sequence of courses.  He suggested that writing and math might want to be involved in the letters that they are going to be sending out to students and they are to let Dan know.
Humanities:  Tom Sabetta also said that they are in the process of moving classes to the first floor of the VTI Building for fall.  They are also trying to finish up a few SACS items with a couple of programs that need revisions to the unit IE report.  Writing Center Coordinator problem has been solved with Erika Bein coming onboard in Bill Hamilton’s absence.
Academic Affairs:  Dennis Guagliardo announced that this fall we will have the largest number of KET telecourse offerings ever.  There is an administrative fee of $22.00 per student to be imposed beginning this fall.  Dennis reminded everyone that when they are advising, if the course has a “T” in it, it is a telecourse.
Pathways:  Shari Bennett announced that they had nine tenure-track faculty in the program starting this past year.  U of L has agreed to pay for these positions again but only for seven instead of the nine (4-Math and 3-Reading).  She is in the process of trying to find someway to get these people on permanent contracts here at JCC.  She also anticipates offering 50 instead of 75 sections this fall. 

NS/Math:  Bob Olsen reported that he too is in the process of relocating not only classrooms but offices as it doesn’t look like office space is going to be ready by fall.   It’s a real challenge finding temporary offices.  

Library:  Jeff Matthias announced that the renewal project has been completed and looks real nice, and they have also opened up a few extra spaces, which includes a seminar room which can accommodate about 12 around a large table.  The multi-media classroom will hold about 20-22 students.  The LRC has also opened up a teaching/learning center which houses a computer.  Faculty can meet with students in there if they would like and also do internet searches.  They are also trying to build up a collection of pamphlets and brochures.  He suggested that if anyone goes to a conference, they bring back a collection of materials to share.  Jeff said they are also looking at putting out a short newsletter to let everyone know what’s going on in the Library.  Their big emphasis is going to be on book collections this year.  They also would like to meet with faculty and staff and get in the classrooms and let students know about different things going on in the Library.  They are also going to be having some one-hour crash courses in Microsoft WORD and e-mail.  They are also promoting Smart Thinking and promoting Inspirations and various other interactive programs.
SACS Update:

Dr. Deger said the SACS reviewers will be back in September or October.  It was stated that any faculty hired for Fall must have their documentation in hand before their contract is signed.  There will be no exceptions.  This is Academic Affairs biggest priority right now.  All syllabi are not only to be on file in the division offices but also in Academic Affairs.  The SACS Response Team is meeting this week to work on responses to the 21 recommendations.  The SACS report is due 8/15.
