	Use SPAN tags when switching to another language within the same page and indicate the language changes within your code. This is an important factor for screen readers.
	Use this HTML tag if you are changing elements of text in the same paragraph. 
	
	

	Include a text description within the IMG tag and in the HREF tag to any graphical navigational links.
	If you are using a graphic to navigate your page or site (e.g., a picture of an arrow) there should be a small label that pops up to describe it (e.g., "Next Page").
	
	

	Avoid or limit the use of bitmap images of text, unless a textual alternative is also provided.
	If you use a graphic of text (i.e., a picture of text) you should provide the actual text in the page.
	
	

	When using frames, you must provide a descriptive title attribute for the <FRAMESET>.
	If you are using frames in your page you should know how to set this attribute to give a description of the frames. 
	
	

	If using a table format, you should make each line legible by line reading sensible and summarizing. Test the site using a screen reader.
	
	
	

	When using scripts, applets, and plug-ins you should provide an alternative content in case active features are inaccessible or unsupported.
	Self-explanatory.
	
	

	Provide alternative content with the <NOSCRIPT> tag. It is suggested that a text only version be available.
	This describes the text that will appear if a particular script does not execute.
	
	

	If you cannot provide for accessibility in any other way, you may need to provide a text-only page or site to facilitate access not only by people with visual impairments, but users of non-graphical browsers or slow Internet connections. Consider the problems of keeping multiple sites current.  Ensure that equivalents for dynamic content are updated when the dynamic content changes.

	Page Structure

	No element or object on a page should flicker at a rate of 2 to 55 cycles per second.

	Avoid movement in pages until user agents allow users to freeze moving content.

	EXAMPLE: Words or objects jumping around on the screen. If movement is used in any way, provide a way for the user to stop the movement.
	
	

	Simplify text without omitting content or meaning.
	Self-explanatory.
	
	

	Use proper grammar and sentence structure. End all sentences, headers, list items, etc., with a period or other suitable punctuation.

	Provide detailed text descriptions for complex graphics such as graphs, charts, and etcetera.

	Use headings, lists, and consistent structure. 
	Self-explanatory.
	
	

	If a timed response is required, the user shall be alerted and given sufficient time to indicate more time is required.
	Self-explanatory.
	
	

	For students and clients using screen readers, it is helpful to provide the capability for skipping straight to content on a page. An invisible link or spacer GIF can be provided at the top of a page to skip (repetitive) header and navigation items.

	Do not rely on color as a means of navigation and be consistent in colors used for links. It is recommended that you stay within the same color shades for link colors.

	Image Structure

	If using a graphic for decorative purposes only, use an ALT attribute that is null.  <img src=”image.gif” alt=”“>
	If you position the mouse over an image that is decorative only, no label should appear.
	
	

	Use the ALT attribute to give the image a text description of less than 15 words.
	If you position the mouse over an image, a small descriptive label should appear.
	
	

	If an image is vital provide a description using the LongDesc attribute in conjunction with the D Link. Place the URL in the LongDesc attribute.
	If you position the mouse over a vital image, a long descriptive label should appear.
	
	

	Image Hotspots should use the ALT attribute in the <AREA> tag to describe the link information.
	If there is an image with different areas of importance or that will go to another page if clicked, a small descriptive label should appear when a mouse is positioned over each area of the image.
	
	

	When using Hotspots provide separate text links on the page outside the image that the image map accesses.
	If different areas of a single image lead to other pages when clicked, there should also be text-only links elsewhere on the page.
	
	

	Avoid animation images that flicker at a rate between 2 and 59 flashes per second (hertz) range. Different machine speeds will cause an animated image to flicker more or less depending upon the machine’s processor speed.

	Avoid strobe light effects on animated images.

	Self-explanatory.
	
	

	Provide ALT description or functionality when using Java Applets.
	If using a Java Applet, there should be a way for a text description to appear.
