New Business


A proposal from Faculty Affairs was discussed.  The proposal was to change the JCC Rules, Section E. Standing Committees, 2. Committee Functions, a. Faculty Affairs Committee, subsection 2, as follows:

Analyze the current faculty evaluation process [annually] as needed and make recommendations;

Jim Stewart made a motion for the change, Peter Ifeacho seconded the motion.  The committee passed the change, as long as this change does not cause a SACS conflict.


A proposal from the Natural Science Division on the southwest campus was discussed.  The corresponding Downtown Campus division is called “Natural Science and Mathematics Academic Division,”  and the Southwest Campus wished to be called the same.  It was determined that changing the name of a division is not a function of the Rules Committee, and that this item probably needed to be brought to the president.


Noting a low turnout at the meeting, the issue of a quorum of a standing committee meeting was discussed.  JCC rules do not address this item, and it was suggested to look at this issue at a future meeting.
