Minutes of Rules Committee


The Rules Committee met at Jefferson Technical College in the cafeteria on Friday, October 29, 2004, at 9:00 AM.  Those attending were Susan Erdmann, Janice Coleman, Mark Wright, Joy Bodner, Rob Mattingly, Robert Riedling, Eileen Estes, Kevin Stokes, Vicki LeMaster, Eliza Young, and Judy Roberts. Guests were Pete Rodski and Aloris Owens. Those absent were Patricia Case, Michael Stanfill, Karren Trinkle, and Peggy Flener.


The meeting was called to order at 9:02 by Eileen Estes. It was announced that Peggy Flener and Joy Bodner were new members from JTC and that Judy Roberts would serve as co-chair this year. The minutes of the last meeting were approved.


There was a discussion, led by Janice Coleman, about the Nursing program. The problem was that admissions criteria had been omitted from the rules, which began with readmission procedures. Pete Rodski came from the Systems Rules Committee to prepare the official proposal. It was pointed out that the change had already been passed at the September 3 meeting. The committee decided to resubmit the Nursing proposal with revisions to Faculty Council and then to Systems Rules.


The next agenda topic was the Nuclear Medicine proposal. Aloris Owens represented the Nuclear Medicine department at the meeting. There was a discussion “mental requirements” because there were no objective standards. Aloris said that the term, “mental requirements,” is in the student handbook. The committee decided to use “cognitive requirements” to be more in line with other Allied Health fields. The committee also read the entire proposal and made other minor changes. The Rules Committee will submit the new rules criteria to System Rules.

The Rules Committee had to adjourn at 10:00 because of the faculty meeting at that time. There was no time to discuss Title IV (60%) issue. Pete Rodski will e-mail an update to the committee members. Susan Erdmann offered to do necessary rewrites, and Pete Rodski and Angela Johnson will work on the form.
