Local Rules Committee Minutes

I. Eileen Estes, Chair, called the meeting to order.  Other committee members present included Hamid Attarzadeh, Sandy Deane, Brenda Edgar, Lisa Eichholtz, Betsy Langness, Vicki LeMaster, John Long, Robert Reidling, Stacy Taylor, and Mark Wright.

II. New members were introduced.

III. Estes led the committee in a discussion of what the role of Local Rules is.  
· Estes pointed out that as Chair of Local Rules Committee, she attends Faculty Council.  A report from this committee will be due the Tuesday before each Faculty Council meeting.  
· She also pointed out that Pete Rodski, our System representative, often meets with us to assist in navigating changes proposed.

IV. Scheduling was discussed.
· Because proposals must be to System Rules for their October 18th meeting, all new business must be to Local Rules by the end of September.  Otherwise, proposals to the System Rules must wait until Spring 2006 meetings, which means they will not take effect until Spring 2007.

V. Other Business

· Dr. Bird has recently insisted that representatives from each program presenting changes must be present at System meetings or their proposals will not be heard by System committees.  Estes suggested that programs also need to attend Local committee meetings to represent their proposals.  She pointed out that while the committee could help programs deal with appropriate forms and making sure proposals are in order, the committee doesn’t necessarily have any knowledge about programs themselves.  Thus, it’s important for a program representative to be at both Local meetings and Faculty Council meetings dealing with proposed changes in order to answer questions.  The committee agreed.  All programs with proposals must send a representative to Local Rules and Faculty Council meetings that will discuss their proposed changes.
· Estes also suggested that programs should submit proposals via email to the Chair (to be distributed to the committee) prior to presenting the proposal at a Local Rules meeting.  Proposals should be received via email on the Tuesday before a meeting.  For the next meeting, then, proposals are due via email to Eileen Estes by Tuesday, September 20.  Estes will send an email out informing of this change.
