Old Business

As a follow-up to discussions in October, it was finalized that WIN would select an issue each academic year and conduct “campus awareness” activities about that topic throughout the year.  The issue for 2003-2004 is domestic violence.  Jill will contact the Center for Women and Families to see what materials they have available, and we will obtain stickers with helpline information and numbers to be placed around campus.  Nina Deeley and Nancy Mollette are researching “campus response” policies from other institutions that we can use as a model for future planning and possible training.  Lastly, it was suggested and supported to host a “Clothesline Project” in October 2004 to increase awareness of domestic violence and its impact on the JCC community.  We will create a working group to address the logistics; and we need to think about possible funding sources for the t-shirts, paints, etc.
Instead of holding two book discussions during the year, we have chosen to read Kiss My Tiara and discuss at an end-of-the year celebration.

Our theme for Women’s History Month, March 2004, will be “Voicing Civil Rights” in honor of the 50th anniversary of the Brown v. Board of Education landmark decision.  Ann Kearney will keep us apprised of activities and events being planned by the Black Affairs committee.  The Women’s History activities will include:  1) a presentation on “Militarism and Women’s Rights around the World”; 2) a quilting exhibit by the Sew and Sews (the quilting group at Highland Methodist Church) and a discussion of quilting and its role in the Underground Railroad; and 3) a montage of women who contributed to the civil rights movement.  The production will be called “Voicing Civil Rights”.  Ann Kearney and Peggy Cummings will work on the research, Charlotte Hammett Hubrich will serve as artistic director to help guide the production.
New Business

Caroline Eddleman announced that KCTCS is supporting a formal chapter of KAWCC and LAWCC.  Toward that end, Dr. Newberry and Dr. Calhoun-French have agreed to support the three paid memberships for the chapter (approximately $200).  Caroline asked WIN as a committee, as well as individual members to support LAWCC through considering membership and submitting a paper/presentation to the KAWCC conference to be held in Lexington in February.  We discussed both issues at length and fully support the cause of KAWCC/LAWCC and want to do a presentation about the goals/mission of the WIN committee and the Women’s Center at the conference.  Jill Adams will draft the proposal and a panel of speakers will attend the conference.  Further details will be worked out at the Feb. 11 meeting.
