	# Prior to registration in 290 IECE students must submit by the specified deadlines 1) record of selection of degree candidacy for the IECE Program from the Selection Committee and 2) to comply with KY licensing regulations, provide to the Child Development Center Director BOTH  a satisfactory skin test or X-ray results for TB AND a signed release form permitting a criminal records check verifying no conviction of child abuse or neglect.

	Selective Admissions: Each applicant must submit the following to the Admissions Office by April1 (for the fall semester) or by November 1 (for the spring semester): 1) Application for college; 2) High school transcript or GED certificate and scores; 3) ACP or CPP scores; 4) transcripts of all post-secondary education; 5) Reading sub-test of the Descriptive Test of Language Skills published by College Entrance Examination Board (used in JCC orientation) or Nelson-Denny Reading Test results.

An orientation or pre-admission conference with an IECE faculty member is required prior to the applicant’s consideration by the Selection Committee. At this time students will receive the application for degree candidacy.  Dates and times will be announced in the Student Bulletin.
