Computer Literacy/IC3/CIS 100 Challenge Test
Students must purchase an IC3 certification pack ($88.30) from the campus bookstore and contact David Emery (213-2112, demery0004@kctcs.edu) to schedule an appointment at the Testing Center downtown.  Students must earn a minimum score of 70% on each exam.  Test results are available upon completion of the exam.  Students who earn a passing score can take their printout to the registrar’s office and have their transcript updated.  Students who just need to meet the computer literacy requirement will complete the three components of the IC3 exam.  Students who specifically need CIS 100 will also take a database (Access) exam.  In order to receive the test credit, students cannot be enrolled in the class.
